Hurricane deason Begins

Hurricane season is
officially underway! It runs
every year from June 1%
through November 30",
Last year’s Hurricane Irma,
though ultimately not too
bad in our area, serves as a
stark reminder that we all
need to be prepared
BEFORE the next bad
hurricane hits our area.
The good news is that
there are numerous
resources available to help
all Tampa area residents
prepare for potential
storms. It is far better to
be prepared and have the
storm be uneventful than
to not be ready when a
storm becomes a monster.

One of the best resources
is an online site by the
federal government. It can
be found at
www.ready.gov/
hurricanes. Another great
resource is from the
National Hurricane Center
and can be found at http://
www.nhc.noaa.gov/
prepare/ready.php. These
sites, as well as most
legitimate resources, will
advise you to do two key
things: have a plan, and
have supplies. Don’t rely
on last year’s supplies

either. If you packed a bin
last summer, go through it
again. Purge any expired
items, restock with fresh
items, and make sure all
current recommended items
are included. If you're
prepared to restock your
supplies right away — Florida
is offering a sales tax holiday
on hurricane supplies from
June 1 -June 7. Details are
here: http://www.sun-
sentinel.com/features/deals-
shopping/fl-bz-florida-tax-

Your plan should include
important documents,
identification, cash,
important lists (phone
numbers, medications, etc.).
Don’t forget to account for
pets in the home.
Additionally, it’s important to
know where local shelters
are in case your home begins
to flood or becomes unsafe

in a storm. Our local
shelter is at Wiregrass
Ranch High School.

It's also a great idea to do
the preparation as a family
and include everyone in
the home. This way,
everyone will know what
the plans are, where the
supplies are, and what to
do. It’'s been 14 years since
the Tampa area got hit
hard (assuming we don’t
count Irma); hopefully it
will be at least another 14.
If a hurricane hits this year
though, you need to be
ready.

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Manstield — Kinnan Connection

Most residents have been following
developments regarding the potential
connection of Mansfield Boulevard
and Kinnan Street (in Hillsborough
County). The long awaited traffic
study has completed and was
released in mid-May. For those
interested in the results of that study,
the report can be found here: http://

Politicians and everyday citizens are
taking action on both sides of the
issue, and there was an Open House
meeting held on May 29".

It seems that the majority of people
in Hillsborough County favor
connecting the roads, as it would
give them a shortcut to businesses
and services in Pasco County such
as the hospital, area restaurants, and
more. The connection would also
surely increase their property values,
as well as enabling developers to
build more homes in the eastern
sections of K-Bar Ranch.

However, on our side of the county
line, things are not as clear. While

s o mMPlIl residents do favor the
connection, the majority oppose
making the connection. The MPII CDD
Board opposes the connection as well.
The reasons the opposition states are
numerous. That side feels that since
Mansfield was never built with the idea
of it becoming a throughway, the road
would likely deteriorate fast and need
pothole repairs and repaving at an
accelerated rate: a cost that would only
be incurred by taxpayers here in
Meadow Pointe. Also, if the connection
caused additional traffic, there is no
viable way to expand Mansfield to
widen it for additional lanes. With four
schools (John Long Middle, Wiregrass
Elementary, Wiregrass Ranch High,
and Pasco-Hernando State College)
on Mansfield, morning traffic, as well
as late afternoon traffic, is already
extreme on that road.

Additionally, MPII residents are
concerned that extra traffic will
inevitably mean additional noise,
additional litter, and additional
accidents. All of that could easily mean
| o wproperty values on our side of
the county line. More importantly, the
schools present great safety risks if the
connection happens. With students,

many of whom walk, ride, or skate to
school travelling along Mansfield
daily, any surge in traffic could prove
very dangerous, or even fatal.

Citizens on both sides of the issue
have created petitions. If you have
not already, all residents are
encouraged to learn as much as
possible about the situation and sign
one of them. The local politicians will
use that information to steer their
votes and actions regarding this
controversial and important issue.

Pool Saiety—Pool Fun!

It's June — school’s out, the
weather is great, the pool is in
great shape, and is ready for a
fun summer season! As we have
in the past, we have hired
lifeguards to work the busiest
times this summer.

Having lifeguards for the peak
season is wonderful, but the
safety of all our residents at the
pool is not solely the
responsibility of a lifeguard. It is
up to all of us to ensure that we
enjoy the pool S A F E LThe
most important thing residents
can do to keep the pool safe is
to familiarize themselves with
and follow our pool rules.

MPII has rules posted just
outside the entry door to the
pool, as well as on the wall
inside the pool area. The rules
cover the obvious basics, such

as not to run on the deck, not to dunk
or throw people, not to have food in or
near the water, etc. However, there
are two rules that are particularly
important:

“All children 5 years of age and
younger will be under constant
parental or adult (18 years and
older) supervision (within
arm’s reach) while on the pool
deck...or in the water” (From
17.2.16 and 17.2.17 MPII
Policies and Procedures)

This rule is for the safety of the young
children and applies regardless of the
swimming ability and/or use of
flotation devices of the child.

For some of our residents that are
parents we realize this may be a
minor inconvenience; however, the
safety this provides outweighs any
inconvenience. Older children (ages

6-14) must still be supervised by
a parent or guardian, but the
parent does not have to be in the
water with their child. Only
residents ages 15 and older are
allowed at the pool unsupervised
by a parent or guardian.

Other important notes about the
pool include that there is no
smoking permitted at the pool,
except in the designated smoking
area (on the north side, just west
of the BBQ area). Also, very
importantly, alcohol is not
permitted anywhere on the
Clubhouse grounds (Clubhouse
building, pool, courts,
playground, etc.). If we all use
the rules and a little common
sense, we can make this a great,
fun, and SAFE summer at the
MPII pool!
