MP Il News
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Most villages in Meadow
Pointe II have Tuesday and
Friday curbside trash pickup
service from Waste
Connections. From time to
time it is helpful to remind
everyone what the
protocols are since this is
part of the CDD services
and most residents never
have any correspondence
with Waste Connections.

The pickup schedule is fixed
on Tuesdays and Fridays.
There are only three
holidays where Waste
Connections does not make
their regular pickups —
Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day, and New
Year’s Day. Thanksgiving is
never going to be an issue
for us as it is always on a
Thursday. If Christmas and
New Year’s fall on a
Tuesday or Friday (not this
year, but in 2018 and
2020), then there will be no
pick up that day. Waste
Connections wif/ make a
double pickup (taking up to
12 units of trash) the
following regular scheduled
day (Tuesday/Friday).

The concept of a double
pickup brings us to our next
reminder — pickup limits.
On each pickup Waste
Connections caps each
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Trash Service

home at 6 items and all items
must be less than 50 pounds
each. Items are defined as:
trash cans, tied trash bags, or
bundled yard waste. Yard
waste will be picked up with
regular trash with some
following restrictions. Nothing
longer than 4’ will be taken
(longer branches can be cut
by the resident ahead of
time). Branches and palm
fronds will not be taken loose
— they must be bundled,
preferably with twine.

Waste Connections also does
the pickups for Pasco County
Recycling. These pickups
occur on the 1%t and 3"
Wednesdays each month.
This can be tricky as many
months will have 5
Wednesdays, so it is not the
same as every other
Wednesday. A good rule of
thumb is to remember that
recycling gets picked up the
same Wednesdays as our
CDD Board meetings. So
when you see the signs up for
that meeting, it's a recycling
week! At this point residents
should know what can and
cannot be recycled, but if you
are unclear on anything, a
detailed list can be found
here: http://

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Whenever a resident has an
unusual item for trash (old
furniture, appliances, etc.)
they may call Waste
Connections at 727-847-
9100 to arrange a special
pickup. Additional fees may
apply. As a courtesy to your
neighbors, and to stay in
compliance with your
village’s deed restrictions,
it's best to put your trash
and recycling out the night
before pickup, but after
dusk. Also, please bring
your empty cans back inside
as promptly as possible.
Trash containers are not
permitted to be stored
(between pickup days)
anywhere that can be
viewed from the street.
Residents of Charlesworth,
Covina Key, and Sedgwick
have separate arrangements
for trash and recycling (so
most of the above
information does not apply
to them), and are
encouraged to check with
their HOA if they have any
questions.

*Residents are
encouraged to keep this
copy of the newsletter if
they need reminders
about holiday pickup
schedules or other trash
protocols.

Since it’s never too early to
prepare, here are a few tips you
can start working on now to be
ready for 10/14:

e Organize and prepare —in the
weeks leading up, gather your
“inventory” and place it
together

® Price as many items as

possible — use stickers, tape,
tags — something. Pricing
helps!

e Haggle! Many garage sale
customers haggle. Remember
your goal is to purge.

e Involve the kids! — A saleisa
great opportunity to get rid
of their old stuff too. Let
them have some of the
money for their items and
put them to work.

e Bundle — Retailers do it, you
should too. Put things
together and price them as a

group. You can always split
them up later if necessary.

e (lean a little — No one wants
to buy dirty, dusty, old things.
Wipe everything down and
clean things up a little before
they go on display for sale.

e Have change ready — Small
bills and quarters are
especially helpful.

e Have alot out! — If you don’t
have a lot, partner up with a
neighbor or two and display
together.

Also, Goodwill will
have a truck standing by in the
Clubhouse parking lot for any
unsold items you’d like to donate.

Event Room Reservations

Hopefully all residents are aware that
there are two event rooms at the
Clubhouse that are available for
rentals. This is for many residents one
of the really nice amenities that MPII
offers. We have been host to
countless birthday parties, bridal
showers, baby showers, and quite a
diverse group of other events from
time to time. The CDD Board and the
Clubhouse staff want to remind
residents about this wonderful
opportunity, and the responsibilities
that go along with it.

Each of our two event rooms can
accommodate up to 25 people, and
we do allow both to be rented for a
large group (no more than 50) with
the dividing wall opened. MPII
residents are permitted to rent the
rooms at no charge with a deposit.
Residents of MPI, MPIIl, and MPIV
may rent the rooms for a small fee
and a deposit. The rooms may be
rented for a 4 hour block on a first
come-first served basis. The 4 hour
rental includes set-up, the event, and

the cleanup. The first rental of the day
can begin no earlier than 9am and the
last rental of the day must end by 8pm.
Beginning on Monday, November 6™,
the Clubhouse hours will change to
8am — 8pm (instead of 9pm) so events
will need to end by 7pm from
November through March (hour
changes correspond with Daylight
Savings time dates).

Our event rooms can host a number of
types of events. However, we cannot
host any political or religious events
since a CDD is a government entity. A
political or religious organization may
have a social event in our rooms
though. Also, no alcohol is permitted
anywhere on the Clubhouse grounds.

Residents that reserve our event
rooms may access our small kitchen
for the purposes of using the sink, or
storing a cake in the fridge, etc. At the
time of the reservation, part of the form
includes a space for the resident to
diagram out how they would like the
tables and chairs. When residents

arrive for their reservation, the room
will be set up to their specifications.

We do require residents to clean the
room such that they leave it at the
end of their 4 hours as they found it
when they arrived. The Clubhouse
will provide trash bags, broom,
dustpan, and paper towels. Room
clean-up has been an issue from
time to time and residents should be
aware that deposit monies will not
be returned if the room is not
cleaned. Deposits can also be
forfeited for any other rules violation.

As long as everyone works within
the rules, we can continue to make
these rooms available to residents
for alumni meetings, Girl Scout
troops, birthday parties, and much
more. If you’ve never taken
advantage of this, stop by the
Clubhouse and ask our friendly staff
to give you a quick tour of the event
rooms!

Year in the Jewish calendar

Street Light Qutages

One of the appealing traits
for many of our residents in
MPIl is the streetlights
throughout the community. It
keeps the neighborhood
safer, makes driving easier
and safer, and is nice when
we go out for walks, bike
rides, or jogs before dawn or
after dusk. However, in a
community as large as ours,
with 14 villages and just shy
of 2,000 homes, there are a
lot of streetlights. This means
that at any given time,
therebds a
chance that a streetlight
may not be functioning
properly. It could be staying

on during the day, not
lighting at all, or flickering.
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If you see a streetlight near
you not functioning properly,
make a note of the number

of the light. This is usually a

r eas on alfraofsdigit numbers at

about eye level on the pole.
Also note the closest street
address to the pole in

guestion. With this

information any resident can

then report the issue to

Tampa Electric at 1 -888-223-
0800. I f youdd I
also then notify the
Clubhouse so
aware and can follow up if
necessary. If you do notify
the Clubhouse, please also
notify us when the repair is
completed as this greatly
assists with our tracking of
issues. Usually these outages
are addressed fairly quickly
by a repair crew and the
streets will stay well lit.
