ARTICLE I 
NAME OF CORPORATION 

The name of the corporation is Sedgwick at Meadow Pointe Homeowners Association, 
Inc., a corporation not for profit organized under Chapter 617 of the Florida Statutes (the 

·· "Association"). 

~TICLEII 
PRJNCIPAL OFFICE 

The principal office of the Association is located at I 0405 Bloomingdale A venue, 
Riverview, FL 33569 

ARTICLE ill 
REGISTERED AGENT 

NRAI Services, Inc., whose address is 526 East Park Avenue, Tallahassee, FL 32302, is 
hereby appointed the initial registered agent ofthe Association. 

ARTICLE IV 
PURPOSE AND POWERS OF THE ASSOCIATION 

This Association does not contemplate pecuniary gain or profit to the members thereof: 
and the specific pwposes for which it is organized and for which it is to be operated are to 
provide for maint~ce, preserv~tion, and care of the property of the Association, and to · 
provide architectural control of the residence lots and common area within that certain tract Qt 
property (the "Property") descnoed in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions 
of Sedgwick at Mea<l.uw Pointe> recorded or to be recorded in the Pnhlic Records of Pasco 
CoUD.ty, Florida (the ''Declaration") and as the same inay be amended .from time to time as 
therein provided, and to promote the health, safety and welfare of the residents within the 
Property and any additions thereto as may he1eafte.t be brought within the jurisdiction of this 
Association for these putposes. In connection therewith, the Association shall have the following 
powers: 

(a) To ex~cise all of the powers and privt1eges and to perfozm all of the duties and 
obligations ofthe Association as set forth in the Declaration. 

. (b) To fix, levy, collect and enforce payment by any lawful means, all charges or 
assessments due to the Association or any other person affiliated with the Association pursuant 
to t;b.e tenns of the Declaration; to pay all expenses in connection therewith; and to pay all office 
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. and other expenses incident to the conduct of the business of the Association, including all 
. licens~s. taxes or governmental charges levied or imposed against the property of the 

Association. 

(c) To acquire (by gift, purchase, or otbezwise), own, hold, improve, build upon, 
operate, maintain, convey, sell, lease, transfer, dedicate for public use or otherwise dispose of 

. ·real or personal property in connection with the affairs of the Association. 

(d) To borrow money, and with the affirmative vote (in person or by proxy) or 
written consent, or any combination thereof, ofmembers holding not less than two-thirds (2/3) of 
the total votes of the .Association, mortgage, pledge, or hypothecate any or all of its real or 

. personal prop~ as security for money borrowed or debts incurred. 

. . 
(e) To dedicate, sell, or transfer all or any part of the comxnon a;rea as defined in the 

· Declaration (the "Common Area'1) to any public agency, authority, or utility for such purposes 
and subject to such conditions as may be agreed to by the members. Any such dedication or 

. transfer shall be e:trective with the affirmative vote (in person or by proxy) or written consen4 or 
. any combination thereof, of members holding not less than two-thirds (213) of the total votes of 

.the Association. 

(f) To participate in mergers and consolidations with other non-profit corporations 
organized for the same purposes, provided that any such merger or ·consolidation shall have the 

. assent of members holding not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the total votes ofthe Association. 

(g) To have and to exercise any and all po,vers, rights and privileges which a 
cozporation organized under Florida law, including Chapter 617, Florida Statutes, by law may 
now or hereafter have or exercise. 

(h) To levy and collect adequate assessments against members of the Association for 
the costs of maintenance and operation of the surface water or stormwater management systems, 
including but not limited to work within retention areas, drainage structures, and drainage 
easements. 

(i) To op~te, maintain, and manage the surface water or stormwater management 
system. including all lakes, retention areas, culverts, and related appurtenances, in a ma.nn...5 
consistent with the Southwest Florida Water Management District ("SWFMD") pennit 
requirements and appll~ule SWP:MD rules, ond acsist in the enforcemP.nt of the restrictions and 

· · covenants contained therein. 

(j) To adopt and publish roles and xegulations gov-eming the use of the Common 
Area, and the personal conduct of the members and their guests thereon, and to establish 
penalties for any infraction thereof; 

(k) . To sue and be sued in the name ofthe Association. 
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ARTICLE V:: 
MEMBERSHIP 

Every person or entity who is a record owner ofa fee or undivided fee interest in any lot 
. which is subject to the Declaration, including contract sellers, shall be a member of the 
Association with the voting rights described in Article VI hereof. The foregoing shall not include 
persons or entities who hold an interest merely as security for the perfoimance of an obligation. 

· Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated from ownership of any lot which 
.. -is subject to assessmcmt by the Association. · 
. . 

ARTICLE VI 
VOTING RIGHTS 

The Association shall have two classes ofvoting membership with the relative rights and 
preferences as follows: · 

Class A: Class A members shall be all o-wners ofany lot shown upon any recorded plat of 
the Property (the "Lot" or "Lots"), excluding Declarant. Each Class A member shall be entitled 
to one (1) vote for each Lot owned. When more than one person holds an interest in any Lot, 
eaeh such person shall be a member, however, the vote for such Lot sh.all be exercised as they 
collectively determine, and in no event shall more than one vote be cast with respect to any Lot. 

· Class B: The Class B member shall be the Declarant (as defined in the Declaration), who 
shall be entitled to three (3) votes for each Lot o\.Vlled. Unless converted earlier and voluntarily 
by the Declarant, the Class B membership shall cease and be converted to Class A membership 

· : upon the first to occur ofany ofthe following events: 

(a) the total votes outstanding in the Class A membership equals the total votes 
outstanding in the Class B me.mbership; or 

. (b) ten (I 0) years from the date of the original recording of the Declaration in the 
public reco~ ofPasco County, Florida; or 

(c) At i.fue ·election of the Declarant (whereupon the Class A members shall ~~ 
obligated to elect the Board and assume control of the Association). -

ARTICLE VII 
BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

The atrairs of the Association shall be managed by a board of not less than three (3) 
Directors-nor more than seven (7), who need not be members of the Association (the ''Board"). 
The initial number of directors shall be three (3) and may be changed by amendment of the 
bylaws ofthe Association. The names and addresses ofthe persons who are to a.ct in the capacity

ARTICLEVDI 
DISSOLUTION 

The Association may be dissolved upon the affirmative vote (:in person or by proxy) or 
. written consent or any combination thereo4 ofmembers holding not less than two-thirds (2/3) of 

the total votes of the Association. Upon dissolution of the Association, other than incident to a 
. merger or consolidation, the assets of the Association shall be dedicated to an appropriate public 
agency or to any non:..profit corporatio11t association, trust, or other organization to be used for 
purposes similar to those for which this Association was created. 

In the event of termination, dissolution, or final liquidation of the Association, the 
responsibility for the operation and maintenance of the surface water or storm.water management 
system must be transferred to and accepted by an entity which would comply with Section 40, 
Florida Administrative Code, and be approved by the Southwest Florida Water Management 
District prior to such termination, dissolution, or liquidation. 

ARTIC!,,EIX 
PURATION 

The existence of the Association shall commence with the filing of these Articles of 
Incorporation with the Secretary of State, Tallahassee, Florida. The Association shall exist 
pei:petually. 

ARTICLEX 
AMENDMENTS 

The Association shall have the right to amend these Articles ofIncorporation at any time 
upon the affinnative y'ote (in person or by proxy) or written consent or any combination thereof: 
ofmembers holding not less than two-thirds (2/3) of the total votes of the Association, provided 
that any amendment to these Articles of Incorporation which affects the Surface Water or 
Stormwater Management System (as de.tL-ied in the Dcl;latation) :shall require -written a.pproval of 
SWFMD. Amendments may be proposed by resolution approved by a majority of the Board; 
ro-vi however, that no amendment shall make any changes in the qualifications for 

membership nor the voting n ts o e me , • 
and- the joinder of all record ovvners of mortgages upon the Lots. No amendment shall be made 
that is in conflict with Florida law or the Declaration unless the latter is amended to confonn to 
the same. 
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ARTICLEXJ: 
BYLAWS 

The bylaws of the Association shall be adopted by the Board at the first meeting· of 
. • Directors, and may be altere~ amended or rescinded thereafter in the manner provided therein. 

ARTICLE XU 
HUDNAAPPROVAL 

, As long as there is a Class B membership and the Department of Housing and Urban 
· Development ("HUD") or Veterans Administration ("VA") is holding, insuring, or guaranteeing 

any loan secured by property subject to the Declaration, the following actions will require the 
. prior .approval of .the HUD or VA: annexation of additional properties, mergers and 
. consolidations. mortgaging of Common Area, dissolution of the Association. and amendment of 
~ese Articles ofInco~oration.
